There was a petiod from the early sixteenth to the
end of the eighteenth century when all printing was
donewith type designs of the order of which Caslon
Oldstyle and Garamond are the present day repre-
sentatives. These aresuperb designs, but the printers
became so fearfully tired of being compelled to use
them, that, when Bodoni introduced his modern
roman design, the old style types were abandoned
with one accord. Almost a century elapsed before
the old style types were restored to favor.
