In the minds of printers general]aﬁ an attempt
to expatiate on the merits of a Galley Rack, or
the many benefits accruing to the printer pos-
sessing one, is like trying to demonstrate to
birds or fish the utility or necessity of a tail, for
one is almost as essential as the other, and yet
there are many printers who have little or no
conception of what constitutes a Galley Rack, or
of the saving, both in time and type, resulting
from its use.

The cheapness of these Galley Racks should
admonish the printer that a better place for his
galleys of matter than lﬂm them on stones
and cases can easily be . A great deal of
type is ruined by laying on the cases galleys full
of matter, and shoving them around, when they
should be laid on racks.

DEscrIPTION.—The rule is cut and both sides of a miter made at one op-
eration by means of a shaped cutter (1), clam firmly in a strong movable
holder, which is hinged to a carriage operated at the turning of the wheel by
an eccentric, imparting a quick, steady movement to the cutting tool.
